The VNA provides case management and child health programs, which we promote with
families in need. Our school nurse will assess the children’s medical record and assure all applicable students have a
medical home and a treatment plan based on a doctor’s diagnosis of selzures or asthma. The district compietes
health screenings of all preschoclers in the fall every year and the nurse follows up with families in regards to
concerns regarding vision, hearing, weight, or growth.
